DOM Research Day - Call FOR ABSTRACTS

The 12th Annual Department of Medicine (DOM) Research Day is Friday June 14, 2019. The goal of the event is to highlight the breadth of innovative research in the DOM and to facilitate collaborative interactions. All investigators in the DOM are invited to submit abstracts for inclusion in the DOM Research Day program.  Abstracts previously submitted to national meetings are welcome. 
Although our goal is to include every submitted abstract in the final program, we anticipate a high volume of submissions and space limitations may require some streamlining.  As a result, all abstract submissions will be reviewed by members of the DOM Research Day Committee to determine suitability inclusion in the final program using the following criteria:

· The final program represents a panoramic view of research in the DOM: Multiple submissions from investigators and laboratories are encouraged; however, the committee will seek to include research representing the diversity of the DOM.  Because of space limitations, some laboratories or sections with particularly large number of submissions may have their number of accepted abstracts capped.
· Preference to junior faculty (Assistant Professor or recent Associate Professor): The DOM Research Day represents an ideal venue for Junior faculty to introduce the DOM to their research interests and activities and to prepare for presentations at national meetings. As a result, the committee is particularly interested in giving junior faculty the opportunity to present their research in as an oral presentation.
· The final program includes basic and clinical, translational and public health research: The intent of the DOM Research Day is to balance the basic and clinical research presentations. (SORRY, we do not accept abstracts with case studies).
Please NOTE: There will be only 1 poster session—it will be from 11:30 to 1:00 and will run concurrent with lunch. Odd numbered posters should be present from 12:00 to 12:30 and even numbered from 12:30 to 1:00 for judging.   Judges will do their best to review your poster when you are present.
Investigators must submit their abstracts no later than 5:00 PM on April 26, 2019
General Instructions:

1. Each DOM faculty member attending the Research Day may submit one abstract as lead author to present in poster format (faculty members may be co-authors on multiple submissions).

2. Approximately 80 abstracts will be presented for poster presentation.

3. Of the abstracts accepted for poster presentation, 10 will be selected by the DOM Research Day Planning Committee for oral presentation (in lieu of a poster presentation). 

a. Selection will be based on several factors, including merit (i.e., quality of the submitted abstract) and how well the research represents the breadth of research in the DOM.  Preference will be given to junior faculty (defined above) and research programs that have not made an oral presentation at DOM Research day in the past 2 years. Please no case studies.
b. If an abstract is selected for oral presentation, a faculty member (preferably an Assistant or Associate Professor) will be expected to present the talk.  Other more junior/lead author(s) such as students, trainees, post-docs, etc. may still present the same research at the poster session by special request if space is available.

4. Abstracts must fit into box.  Longer abstracts will be returned to the submitting author and must be revised.

5. All submitted abstracts will be judged and a final score (from 1-7) will be generated.  

a. Those abstracts above the median score will be considered finalists for approximately 10 research awards (split among basic, clinical, and translational sciences).

b. Scoring for the research awards is as follows.  The Abstract score will comprise 1/3 of the final score.  On Research Day, two poster reviewers will judge the poster of each finalist.  Their scores will each make up 1/3 of the final score. 

6. It is expected that at least one member of the research team will be present at their poster during the poster session.
7. Each submission requires a title, names of all co-authors, the applicable senior investigator, and a brief abstract of the research content that will be presented.

8. Please submit your research EARLY to insure inclusion in the final program. The lead author of each submission will be contacted by Betty Weiss regarding the disposition of their abstract. Information on the presentation venue (poster or oral presentation), as well as detailed instructions on the format of materials will be provided at that time.

All winners or a representative must be at the award ceremony in order to receive their prize from the DOM Chair.  Attendance at the award ceremony is expected by a representative from each accepted abstract, so please assign this responsibility early on.
